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Instructions for Time Zone Changes

Operating System Updates
Microsoft® is not providing atime zone patch for the Windows® 2000 operating system.

For DSI Clients Subscribing to the dcLINK® Maintenance Plan

DSl is providing a Windows 2000 registry file and script that will update your Windows
operating system with the correct time zone settings. To download these files, you must
be signed on to the DS eXtranet. Click the Registry ZIP link in the Time Zone Update
table and save the ZIP file to your hard drive. Complete the following procedure to
update your Windows operating system:
1. Back up your complete and current registry.
2. Create afolder called REG in the root directory of the C drive.
3. Movethetwo files (TZupdate.reg and refreshTZinfo.vbs) from the downloaded
ZIPfileto the REG folder.
4. From Start>Run, run the following commands:
* regedit /s“C:\\REG\TZupdate.reg’
o cscript “C:\REG\refreshTZinfo.vbs”
5. Restart the computer to ensure all changes have taken affect.

The Windows 2000 operating system can be manually updated using the Microsoft
registry utility (tzedit.exe) or other techniques documented in the Microsoft Knowledge
Base article 914387.

Downloading and Installing the dcLINK Patch

If you are a subscriber to the dcLINK Maintenance Plan, you must be signed on to the
DSI eXtranet to download the appropriate dcLINK patch for your system version.
Compl ete the following procedure to apply the downloaded time zone updates to your
dcLINK installation.

The following information provides step-by-step instructions on applying the time zone
updates to your dcLINK installation. Be certain that you apply all of the updated
components as instructed in order for the Microsoft time zone patch to work correctly
with the dcLINK system.

* Toapply updated dsi_ts tcpip.exe, dsi_ts telnet.exe, and dsi_ts send.dll files

Complete the following steps on the dcLINK core installation and each data collection
server that has the TranServer TCP/IP or TranServer Telnet service installed.

1. Stopthe dcLINK servicesif they are running.

2. Intheinstallation folder (default folder in coreinstallation is c:\Program
Files\DSI\dcL INK4.2\Setup\Program Files and default folder on other dcLINK
computersis c:\Program Files\DSI\dcLINK4.2), rename existing files as follows:

dsi_ts telnet.exe old- dsi_ts telnet.exe
dsi_ts send.dll old-dsi_ts send.dll

3. Move replacement files to the same folders asin step 2 above. Include only the
filesthat currently exist in your installation.

4. Start the dcLINK services.

5. Check the dcLINK Event Viewer to verify the running version matches the
version listed at the top of this document.

P Toapply updated dsi_ ADV Security.dll file

Complete the following steps on the dcLINK core installation and each data collection
server that has any dcLINK component installed.

1. Stopthe dcLINK servicesif they are running.
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In the installation folder (default folder in core installation is c:\Program
Files\DSI\dcLINK 4.2\ Setup\Common Files and default folder on other dcLINK
computersis c:\Program Files\DSI\dcLINK4.2), rename existing file as follows:

Move replacement file to the same folders asin step 2.
Start the dcLINK services.

» To apply updated Device L oader program

Compl ete the following steps on the dcLINK core installation and each computer that has
the Device Loader program installed.

Close the Device Loader program if it currently is open.

In the installation folder (default folder in core installation is c:\Program
Files\DSI\dcL INK4.2\Setup\Program Files and default folder on other dcLINK
computersis c:\Program Files\DSI\dcLINK4.2), rename existing file as follows:

DevicelLoader.exe old-Devicel oader.exe

Move replacement file to the same folders asin step 2 above.
Start the Device Loader program.

Open the About box of the Device Loader program’s Help menu to verify the
running version of the program matches the version listed at the top of this
document.

Be certain to update and test your operating system and dcLINK system prior to March
11, 2007, which is when daylight saving time begins.

Deleting Registry Keys

If you are not installing the dcLINK updates, you need to delete the following registry
entriesto allow the TranServer service and Device Loader program to run properly. The
registry keys being deleted affect the times in new time zones. For example, a data
collection server located in the Central Standard Time zone of the United Statesis
updated with the Microsoft time zone patch and the specified registry entries are deleted.
The TranServer service properly functions, but any devices located in the new Central
Standard Time for Mexico, for example, will not have the correct time because its
registry key has been del eted.

Beware that modifying the registry may cause serious operating system problems. Make
sure that you back up the registry before you start editing it. For more information about
